Summary: This is a study that the children love, so we decided to add four more weeks of learning
onto this study. We will start by discussing fixtures. We will practice how to zipper, button, and close
multiple types of clasps. Next, we will learn where we get our clothes from: Do we buy them, do we
get hand me downs, does a family member make them? Lastly we will learn how cloth is made, what
are the different fabrics, textures and fibers. As our preschool year continues — you will notice your
child adding more detail to their drawings — this study is a great way to help expand their imaginations
when drawing. As we study clothes, we will continue to learn concepts such as literacy, math,
science, art and problem solving. This study is a great way to take an everyday item and turn it into a
fun learning experience.
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
